Romans 6.v1-11 and Matthew 10v24-39
In Romans 6, Paul reminds us that through Jesus we are invited into a completely new way of life. His death and resurrection are not just events from the past; they open the door to a living relationship with Him today.
In Matthew 10, Jesus is honest, that following Him may not always be easy. There will be times when choosing His way requires courage and commitment. Yet Jesus also promises that real life is found not by holding tightly to our own plans, but by trusting ourselves to Him.
The opportunity before us is remarkable: to know Christ personally, to walk with Him each day, and to discover His guidance, forgiveness and hope. As we learn to place Him at the centre of our lives, we find the life He created us to live.
