Philippians 4.4-9; John 6.25-35

Thought for the week.
It was a fairly straight forward question – “Teacher, when did you get here?”
After all of the hubbub on the other side of the lake, when Jesus had miraculously fed five thousand people from virtually nothing, here he was, still teaching.
He teaches about himself, as the Bread of Life. which seems to have no relevance to the disciples’ question. How can bread have any relevance to where they are?
Jesus of course is relating to a spiritual dimension rather than a purely physical one. Bread is the staple of the Jewish diet, both for sheer nourishment (mana in the desert) and as part of their religious ceremonies such as Passover.
Jesus is teaching about who he is, and there is no direct comparison with the world that they – and we – know about. So Jesus makes several comparisons, and the comparison with bread is the one that we read about today. Bread is part of our staple diet – it nourishes us and feeds us. But more than that, it feeds our spiritual life, and gives us a meaning, a significance which nothing else can.
Next time you tuck in to your favourite sandwich, or a warm bread roll, think about Jesus saying, “I am the bread of life” and thank him for the significance of that comparison. RM
