Isaiah 49. 1-7; John 1. 29-42.

Thought for the week.

In the Old Testament reading from Isaiah, we hear of someone chosen by God even before birth, called to be a light not just for Israel, but for all nations. At first, the purpose seems hidden, yet God reveals that his mission is greater: to bring hope and salvation to the world.
In John’s Gospel, we see that earlier promise fulfilled. John the Baptist points to Jesus and declares, “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world.” Jesus is the one Isaiah spoke about—the true Light for everyone. Two disciples hear this and begin to follow Him.
Jesus doesn’t overwhelm them; He simply asks, “What do you seek?” and invites them: “Come and see.”
That same invitation is for us today. Jesus doesn’t just offer information; He offers relationship, purpose, forgiveness, and new life. Like Isaiah’s servant, in Christ we too are called to reflect His light to others.
It all begins when we respond to His invitation - to come and see. MM
